CHENGDU - LESHAN - YIBIN (swo)

Huanglongxi Town- is a historic Chinese town located in Chengdu,
Sichuan.

The town is over 1,700 years old and has been restored to retain its
rustic charm, with ancient cobbled streets, temples, and wharves and
houses along its curving alleys. Most of these shops have turned into
souvenirs stores.

Leshan Giant Buddha - is a statue of Maitreya in sitting posture. In
December, 1996, the location of the Buddha was included by UNESCO
on the list of the World Heritage sites. Begun in the year 713 in the Tang
Dynasty, and finished in the year 803, the statue took people more than
90yearsto carve.

Cuiping Mountain Park - The Sichuan Province of China is amply
endowed with spectacular tourist attractions. One such treasure is the
Cuiping Mountain located near Yibin City at the confluence of the
Yangtze and Min Rivers. At the top of the mountain is the magnificent
Prince Nezha Temple which provides a panoramic view of the cityscape.
The Daliang Mountain range on the horizon and the rivers passing
through the city of Yibin will make a wonderful photograph.

Nezha's Palace - is located on the hillside of Cuiping Mountain. It was
rebuilt in 1991. It is taken from the mythical story in the classical novel

his mother, Mrs. Yin, and built Nezha's Palace on Cuiping Mountain.
Nezha Palace is an antique building with concrete structure, covering an
area of more than 1,000 square meters. The palace is built on the
mountain.

Li Bai's hometown - located in Qinglian Town, Jiangyou City,
Mianyang, Sichuan Province. In the scenic area, you can see various
buildings, sculptures, and forests of steles related to Li Bai. Tourists who
are interested in cultural attractions and ancient poems can visit here.
There are also many forests of steles carved with Li Bai's poems in the
scenicarea.

Li Bai Memorial Hall - is a celebrity museum built to commemorate the
great poet of Tang Dynasty - Li Po. It was prepared from 1962, and
opened in 1982. It combines collection display, academic research,
tourism, reception services in a whole, divided into the Protection Area
of Cultural Relics on Display and Li Po Cultural Theme Park. The entire
hall is majestic and magnificent, simple and elegant, sheltered by
flowers and trees, clear streams surrounding the hall, beautiful scenery
makes people reluctant to leave.
