¢ Tsukiji Fish Market - A district adjacent to the site of the former Tsukiji Wholesale
Market. It consists of a few blocks of wholesales and retail shops, as well as restaurants
crowded along narrow lanes.

¢ Oishi Park - At the Lake Kawaguchiko northem coast is a park with the superb view
which can look at both lake and Mt. Fuji at a time.

¢ Oshino Hakkai - is underground water from Mt. Fuji. It begins with the snow on the top
of Mt. Fuji. The water travel over 60 years, and finally spring at Oshino Hakkai.

¢ Kyoto Kiyomizu Temple - The temple is renowned for its construction which uses
no nails to support the elaborate wooden structure of the main hall. And with a quaint old
lane lined with pottery shops lead up to this famous temple.

¢ Arashiyama + Arashiyama Bamboo Grove + Torokko Train - Arashiyama
is a district on the western outskirts of Kyoto and is a nationally designated Historic Site
of Scenic Beauty. The bamboo groves are particularly attractive when there is a light wind
and the tall bamboo stalks away gently back and forth. The Sagano Scenic Railway runs
seven kilometers from Arashiyama to nearby Kameoka, mostly alongside the pretty Hozu
River.

¢ Fushimi Inari Shrine - is an important Shinto shrine in southern Kyoto. It is famous for
its thousands of vermilion tori gates, which straddle a network of traits behind its main
buildings. Fushimi Inari is the most important of several thousands of shrines dedicated to
Inari, the Shinto god of rice. Foxes are thought to be Inari’'s messengers, resulting in many
fox statues across the shrine grounds.
