Sensoji (Asakusa Kanon Temple) - The temple is dedicated to the god of mercy,
Kanon. And is famous for its Kaminari-mon or Thunder Gate. And you could walk along
Nakamise Shopping Arcade, is bustling with people buying traditional Japanese snacks,
which you could see many snack stalls demonstrate how they make it and then sell it still
piping hot.

Shinjuku Kabuki-cho - is one of the 23 wards of Tokyo, but the name commonly
refers just to the large entertainment, business and shopping area around Shinjuku
Station. Handling more than two million passengers each day

Mount Fuji - Mt. Fuiji, rising above the clouds, is the symbol of Japan and has provided
a spiritual basis for the Japanese since ancient times, with the height of 3776m high.
Owakudani Valley - An area with active volcanic zone where sulphurous fumes, its "Black
jewel eggs" cooked in the area's thermal heat sources, are a Hakone specialty.

Lake Ashi Pirate Ship - Was formed in the caldera of Mount Hakone after the
volcano's last eruption 3000 years ago. And the boat ride could enjoy dreams and
romance while gazing upon the delights of Mt. Fuji. Peace Park - The stupa, the symbol
of the park, keeps the Buddha’s ashes presented by late Indian Prime Minister Nehru. 4
golden images of Buddha are also housed.

Lake Hamana - is a brackish lagoon in Shizuoka Prefecture, Japan. Formerly a true
lake, it is now connected to the Pacific Ocean by a channel. As an internal body of water,
it is considered Japan's tenth-largest lake. It spans the boundaries of the cities of
Hamamatsu and Kosai.

Kyoto Kiyomizu Temple - The temple is renowned for its construction which uses no
nails to support the elaborate wooden structure of the main hall. And with a quaint old lane
lined with pottery shops lead up to this famous temple.

Kyoto Shijo Kawaramachi - in central Kyoto is one of Kyoto city's busiest stations
and shopping areas. Shijo Kawaramachi area include McDonalds, Starbucks, OPA and
BAL as well as a number of traditional souvenir shops and convenience stores. The area
is packed with places to eat and drink.

Nara Todai-ji - is one of Japan's most famous temples and a landmark of Nara. Located
in Nara Park, in central Nara, Todaiji was constructed in 752 as the head temple of all
provincial Buddhist temples.

Osaka Castle (Photo Stop) - it is one of Japan's most famous castles.

Sinsaibashi Shopping Arcade - a covered shopping street, liveliest and it lines with
an interesting shop.
