¢ Nonsan Tapjeongho Lake + Suepension Bridge(Fountain) -
Tapjeongho Suspension Bridge is located in the second biggest lake in
Chungcheongnam-do. With clear waters from Daedunsan Mountain filling the
lake, visitors can enjoy beautiful sunsets as well as various water sports.

¢ Mr Sunshine Drama Set - Drama “Mr Sunshine” filming site. Sunshine
Studio is the first public-private joint drama theme park in Korea where
Nonsan-city provided the site and infrastructure. It aims to have the best
complex cultural space with various educations, exhibitions, and facilities to
experience. (Closed on Wednesday)

JEOLLABUK-DO , |

¢ Naejangsan Mountain - [s a famous mountain in the Jeolla-do province,
and the best mountain in Korea for viewing autumn’s crimson leaves. The park
is 76,032 sqg. km. in siize and became a National Park along with Baekyangsa
District on Nov. 17th, 1971. The name Naejang means 'many secrets' in the
mountain. Because of the bright crimson leaves that blanket Naejangsan
Mountain’s fall scenery, the mountain is also referred to as "Geumgangsan of
Honam."

¢ Jeonju Hanok Village - There are over 800 traditional Korean hanok
houses. While the rest of city has been industrialized, Hanok Village retains its
historical charms and traditions. “Running man”, “one night two days”, “let’s give
you a meal” shooting Place. (Hanbok experience for 1 hour ~ 1 hour 30

minutes)

¢ Gyeonggijeon Shrine - Historic Site No. 339, Gyeonggijeon Shrine was
erected in 1410 and holds the portrait of King Tae-jo, the founder of the Joseon
Dynasty. The King and his wife’s mortuary tablets are enshrined here at
Jogyeong Shrine. The structure was partially destroyed during the Imjin War
(1592-1598), and the existing structure was remodeled in 1614.

¢ Jeondong Catholic Cathedral - Jeondong Catholic Church in Jeonju
(Historic Site No. 288) was built in honor of Roman Catholic martyrs of the
Joseon Dynasty on the very same spot the martyrs lost their lives. The church
was designed by Priest Poinel, who also designed the famous Myeongdong
Cathedral in Seoul. Construction was completed in 1914, a time during which
Korea was under Japanese rule.

¢ Deoksugong Palace - One of the popular traditional Royal Palace in Seoul
city. (Closed on Monday)

¢ Bukchon Hanok Village - Is home to hundreds of traditional houses, called
hanok, that date back to the Joseon Dynasty. The name Bukchon, which literally
translates to "northern village," came about as the neighborhood lies north of
two significant Seoul landmarks, Cheonggyecheon Stream and Jongno. Today,
many of these hanoks operate as cultural centers, guesthouses, restaurants
and tea houses, providing visitors with an opportunity to experience, learn and
immerse themselves in traditional Korean culture.

¢ The Painters HERO Show - Is an innovative non-verbal performance that
stages the entire process of painting combined with incredible visual effects and
a witty blend of mime, dance and comedy.
