Until the archaeologist Schliemann discovered
the ruins of four ancient towns, it was thought that the writing of Homer was a
legend.

Trojan Horse - is an inevitable part of the Troy experience. The real Trojan Horse
is what the Greeks used to enter the independent city of Troy and win the Trojan
war. After a fruitless 10-year siege, the Greeks built a huge wooden horse and hid
a select force of men inside. The Greek pretended to sail away and convinced and
left the horse at the gate of the city. The Trojans, thinking of keeping it as a victory
trophy, pulled the horse inside the city. At the night, those inside crept out and
opened the gate for the rest of the Greek forces.
