TOURIST ATTRACTIONS:
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¢ The Hundred Years Red Cathedral (Notre Dame Cathedral) - With

her two 40 meter towers topped with iron spires is one of Ho Chi Minh City's
major landmarks. The cathedral's red bricks and coloured glass windows were
imported from France. With full services in both Vietnamese and English are
held every Sunday morning.

The French Opera House - In the heart of Ho Chi Minh City stands the
magnificent Saigon Opera House with the iconic Caryatid statues. This opera
house, which perfectly exemplifies the French Colonial architecture, has been
used for different purposes, mainly for theatrical productions and classical
music concerts.It had served as the seat of the Lower House of the former
South Vietnamese government before its original function as a music theatre
was restored following the North Viethamese government’s takeover.

¢ War Remnants Museum - Operated by the Ho Chi Minh City government,

an earlier version of this museum opened on September 4, 1975, as the
Exhibition House for US and Puppet Crimes. It was in the former United States
Information Agency building. The exhibition was not the first of its kind for the
North Viethamese side, but rather followed a tradition of such exhibitions
exposing war crimes, first those of the French and then those of the Americans,
who had operated in the country as early as 1954.Formerly known as the
"Museum of Chinese and American War Crimes",the name was changed in
1990 to Exhibition House for Crimes of War and Aggression dropping both
"U.S." and "Puppet."In 1995, following the normalization of diplomatic relations
with the United States and end of the US embargo a year before, the references
to "war crimes" and "aggression" were dropped from the museum's title as well;
it became the War Remnants Museum.

¢ Cu Chi Tunnels - honored in the TOP 7 most adventurous destinations in
Southeast Asia and TOP 12 most attractive underground wonders in the globe.
The decades-old tunnel complex resembles a sophisticated hidden maze,
where visitors can glimpse the turbulent Vietnamese history as if they are
traveling back to the wartime.
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¢ Whale Temple - the temple to the god of the sea—is one of 1,000 or more
such shrines on Vietnam’s 3,260-kilometer coastline. At these temples, which
come in varying sizes and conflguratlons but all house whale bones, fishermen
worship in hopes that their prayers will be carried to Ca Ong, the whale spirit,
and they will be blessed with a safe fishing trip and a bountiful catch. Close
relatives of fishermen also visit to light candles, burn incense, and pray for the
safety of their loved one, sometimes offering fruit and money, hoping their
prayers are heard.

¢ Christ Hill (St. Jacque Janerio) - 32-metre-tall Christ the King might
never have achieved the same biblical recognition as Rio’s Christ the
Redeemer — listed as one of the New Seven Wonders of the World — but it is
recognised as the largest Christian statue in Asia.

(B/MOB) ¢ White Place - Originally a summer palace for the French conquerors, the
White Palace has seen its fair share of history, from later Viethamese leaders
occupying the space to exiled Thai leaders being placed under house arrest.
Outside, a long row of cannons emphasises the sweeping view of the bay and
its strategically important placement.
